Grapes: 60% Grenache Blanc , 40% Viognier

Vinification and Viticulture: The grapes are vinified seperately, fermented at a cold
temperature and then carefully blended to make this cuvee. Unoaked to retain its fruitiness.

Tasting Note: Peachy nose, a hint of spiciness on the palate, with bright fresh fruit, crisp
acidity and a long finish.
